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Founded in 1997, the Harvard College China Forum 
(HCCF) is North America’s leading and longest-
running student-run conference on China. Dedicated 
to fostering constructive dialogue on the challenges, 
trends, and issues affecting China, the Forum aims to 
engage leaders in business, academia, and politics in  
discourse that offers insights and generates ideas. 

Harvard College China Forum was founded in 1997 as 
the magazine Harvard China Review by then Harvard 
graduate students Ligang Zhang, now Founder and 
CEO of iKang Health Group, and Bo Li, now Deputy 
Managing Director of the IMF. Initially run by students 
at the Harvard Graduate School of Arts and Sciences, 
the magazine expanded its staff membership to other 
Harvard schools and eventually to academic institutions 
in the Greater Boston area, publishing both works 
of student staff writers and articles from academics. 
Harvard College China Forum was launched partly 
as a publicity endeavor and partly to boost revenue 
for the magazine, as suggested by Hugo Shong, Co-
Chairman of IDG Capital. As the conference gained 
more momentum, HCCF leadership shifted its focus 
from the magazine to the Forum, allowing it to reach 
its current scale and impact.
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The annual Forum typically takes place in April at 
Harvard University. Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, 
the Forum was moved online in 2020 and attracted 
more than 8 million livestream views. In 2021, over 
five-hundred delegates and more than eighty speakers 
attended the first Forum held in Beijing, China. In 
2023, the Forum restored its pre-pandemic scale and 
format, taking place over a three-day period with over 
70 speakers and 800 attendees from across the U.S. 
and China. The 27th Forum is scheduled to be held at 
Harvard’s main campus from April 12 - 14, 2024.
